TOUR DE BOZEMAN IS A THREE-STAGE, TWO-DAY OMNIUM IN BEAUTIFUL 

BOZEMAN , M ONTANA . THE RACE IS A COLLABORATIVE EFFORT OF THREE 

CYCLING TEAMS:  TEAM DELPHINE, GALLATIN A LPINE SPORTS/ I NTRINSIK 

A RCHITECTURE, AND BOZEMAN M ASTERS V ELO.  

As with any road race, please obey all traffic laws in and around Bozeman. Crossing the center 
line into oncoming traffic during the time trial and road race is strictly forbidden. Riders who 
cross the center line will be disqualified. Please help us leave a good impression to ensure support 
for Tour de Bozeman by local businesses and law enforcement well into the future.  

Penalties will be in accordance with the USCF rulebook. All USCF rules will be enforced, 
including helmet and center-line rules. Helmets must be securely fastened. Anyone riding without 
a helmet, except on rollers or trainers, between registration and the end of awards, is subject to 
disqualification and a $20 fine. 

OMNIUM POINTS SCHEDULE 
This event follows rules and regulations for an omnium race as stated in the USAC rulebook. 
Note: Omnium points are given to riders who place in any OR all of the three individual races of 
the omnium. Riders DO NOT have to ride every event to earn points for the overall omnium 
placings (USAC rule 1A16). 

Time Trial – the following points scale shall apply to the 1st to 10th places respectively:  
16, 13, 11, 9, 7, 5, 4, 3, 2, and 1 point.  (USAC rule 4C4a) 

Downtown Sprints – the following points scale shall apply to the 1st thru 10th places 
respectively: 10, 9, 8, 7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2 and 1 point.  Please note that for the sprints, riders eliminated 
from each round in each category will receive the same placing (for example, 7th place) and the 
same points.  

Road Race – the following points scale shall apply to the 1st to 15th places respectively: 
25, 20, 16, 14, 12, 10, 9, 8, 7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2 and 1 point. (USAC rule 4C4a) 

Any ties will be broken per USAC rule 4C4c. 
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SPECIAL RULES /  NOTICES 

·  Read the USAC rule book for additional rules regarding racing. If you do not have your 
copy, a copy can be found at www.usacycling.org.  

·  Riders are responsible for ensuring their bicycles are in good operating condition and are 
not missing handlebar end plugs, etc. 

·  Categories may be split or combined at the discretion of the Chief Race Official. 

·  Only USA Cycling licenses will be honored. Canadians must race under a UCI license 
when racing in the USA. One day licenses can only be purchased by cat 5 men and cat 4 
women. Cat 4 men and cat 3 women and above are required to purchase an annual license 
available at www.usacycling.org. We encourage everyone to purchase or renew your 
license before this event! It will help speed up the registration/check-in process.  

·  If you have an annual racing license, you MUST bring it with you. Having the number on 
your release form is not enough. 

REGISTRATION 
Online registration is available through July 23, 2009 at 12:00 p.m. EDT at 
https://new.sportsbaseonline.com/events/index.xhtml?categoryId=5759. Race-day registration is 
available up to one hour prior to each event.  
Please help race organizers by registering early and online.  

SIGN-I N  
Sign-in is required for all riders before all stages by the following deadlines: 

·  Springhill Time Trial – by 9:30 a.m. on Saturday, July 25.  

·  Main Street Sprints – by 5:00 p.m. on Saturday, July 25.  

·  Battle for Battle Ridge – 15 minutes prior to start time (see page 11) on Sunday, July 26.  

Failure to sign in by the deadline for each event will be deemed a Did Not Start (USCF rule 4G3). 

GEAR RESTRICTIONS – JUNIORS 
Juniors riding category must observe USCF gear restrictions.  

RESULTS 
Results will be posted online at www.tourdebozeman.com as soon as possible following each 
stage. In addition, results will be posted at race headquarters – The Daily Coffee Bar at 1203 N. 
Rouse on the corner of Rouse and Oak (north of Main Street on route to the Road Race venue).  
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[NOTE: Race headquarters was previously Rockford Café, but a drunk driver destroyed the front 
of the building and Rockford is closed for repairs].  

CUSTOM FRAME RAFFLE 
Riders who registered prior to midnight on June 26 will be entered into a raffle for a custom, 
hand-crafted Carl Strong road or cyclocross frame, valued at $1,650. A rider’s name will be 
submitted for each stage entered. The drawing will take place at the final awards ceremony on 
Sunday afternoon.

First aid support will be provided by our sponsor, Bridger Orthopedic and Sports Medicine.

RACE NUMBERS 
Incorrectly-placed and/or crumpled numbers cannot be read by the camera, making results 
tabulation long and difficult. Have mercy on the officials and volunteers. They work long hours 
for little or no pay. It is each rider’s responsibility to wear his or her number correctly. Do not 
fold, cut or modify the race numbers. Riders with folded, cut or modified numbers will be subject 
to a fine. Riders will use the same number provided at registration for both days of racing. Do not 
forget your number on the second day! MBRA numbers are not used for this event. 

NUMBER PLACEMENT 
Pin the numbers vertically on your right and left side … not up your back, not on your shoulders, 
and not on your hip. When tucked in the aero position, the number should read right side up, 
horizontally. Race numbers must be visible at the start line for each event, throughout the event, 
and at the finish. Riders whose numbers are not visible (i.e. covered by a vest or jacket) will be 
disqualified.  
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SPRINGHILL TIME TRIAL 

The Springhill Time Trial starts just north of Bozeman along the western flank of the Bridger 
Mountains. The course heads due north, following the gentle lift of the mountains, before a short 
downhill and gradual climb to the turnaround. 

Registration/ Sign-In opens at 7:30 a.m. and closes at 9:30 a.m.  
All riders must sign in by 9:30 a.m. Riders who pre-registered online must sign in. Absolutely no 
late registrations/sign-ins accepted.  

START/FIN ISH  
The time trial starts and finishes on Springhill Road at the intersection of Springhill and Baseline 
roads, about a half mile from registration. The time trial starts at 10:30 a.m. The clock starts at a 
rider’s start time. No restarts allowed. Please line up for your start time 10 minutes prior to ensure 
you do not miss your start. Start intervals will be 30 seconds with no time delays between 
categories. Start order is as follows: 

Women category 4 
Women category 1/2/3 
Men masters B 
Men masters A 
Men category 4/5 
Men category 3 
Men category 1/2 

Actual start times will be posted at the Spain Bridge Model Home (registration location) and a 
trailer located at the start area by 10:00 a.m.  

D IRECTIONS  
Exit Interstate 90 at the 19th Street exit. Turn north and follow 19th Street approximately 1/2 mile 
to the intersection with Springhill Road. Turn right, (north) onto Springhill Road. Continue to the 
intersection of Springhill and Airport Road. Turn left on Airport Road. Turn right into the Spain 
Bridge Subdivision. Registration is inside the Spain Bridge Model Home (look for signs).  The 
race course start area is at the north end of Spain Bridge subdivision at the intersection of 
Springhill and Baseline roads, approximately 1/2 mile from the registration location. 

WARM -UP 
Rollers and trainers are recommended. Riders can warm up inside the Spain Bridge Subdivision, 
on Airport Road and on Baseline Road. Warm up is not recommended on Springhill Road. Please 
use extreme caution when crossing Springhill Road to access Baseline Drive. Please be courteous 
to drivers by staying to the right side of the road to always allow cars to pass. Be careful when 
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you turn around by looking both ways before doing a U turn. Allow extra time to get back in case 
traffic delays you. 

COURSE 
The course is a relatively flat out-and-back, with the same start/finish location. The first four 
miles are a slight uphill, followed by a short descent and gradual uphill to the turn-around. The 
total elevation gain/loss is 233 feet. Volunteers will be posted at the turnaround. After finishing, 
please turn off of Springhill road into the Spain Bridge Meadows subdivision for your cool down.

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MAIN STREET SPRINTS 

Sprinters will own the night for the Saturday evening match sprints. With five blocks of historic 
downtown Bozeman cordoned off, riders will have plenty of room to test their pure acceleration 
and sprint smarts against one another. 

D IRECTIONS TO M AIN STREET SPRINTS 
From the 7th Street Interstate Exit, turn south and follow to Main St.  Turn left on to Main St. and 
follow to First Interstate Bank on the SW corner of Grand and Main.   

REGISTRATION 
Registration/sign-in for the sprints will take place at the First Interstate Bank parking lot at 202 
West Main from 4:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. Two kid’s races — 4-6 year olds and 7-10 year olds — 
will start at 5:30 p.m. Both kids categories will race one block.  

The main heats will start at 6:00 p.m. Racers will race in heats of up to 6 riders. Heats will be 
seeded based on time trial results and field size. Categories will be staged according to field size, 
and general start times will be posted at the start area. Categories are as follows:  

Single Speed/Fixie 
Women’s Category 4 
Masters B 
Masters A 
Men’s Category 4/5 
Women’s Category 1-2-3 
Men’s Category 3 
Men’s Category 1-2 

The top three riders in each heat will advance; the remaining riders will be eliminated and receive 
the same points. The second round will progress in the same fashion, with each category called to 
the staging area in the line up listed above. The top two or three riders (depending on field size) 
will advance to the next round.  The number of rounds in each field and the order in which 
categories are staged will depend on field size. 

A caller at the start area will call up racers with a megaphone. Racers should arrange to be on 
hand and “race ready” from 6:00 p.m. until 9:00 p.m. The start area is located on the block east of 
First Interstate Bank, between Willson Avenue and Grand Avenue on Main Street. There will be 
six “holders” at the start area to hold riders up for each heat. Once one heat goes, the next heat 
should line up immediately. Heats will start with a whistle blow. Three cameras will record the 
finish. A “big board” next to the start will display updated brackets as heats progress. Racers are 
responsible for knowing their heat assignments and getting to the start line with plenty of time. 
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Once racers complete a heat, they should proceed back to the starting area to await the next heat. 
All riders who are eliminated from a particular heat will receive the same points.  

THE COURSE 
The sprint course is roughly 300 meters long, spanning three city blocks in downtown Bozeman. 
The course is flat and road conditions are good. Riders are required to “hold their line”, which is 
to say diving in front of another rider is not allowed. Pulling in behind a rider to draft as he or she 
passes is allowed.  

EQUIPMENT 
Riders must use a bike with a front and rear hand brake, except that a rear brake is not required if 
the rear hub is fixed. BMX, cruisers, and other styles of single speed bikes will be allowed in the 
Single Speed/Fixie category.   

A WARDS WILL TAKE PLACE NEAR THE FINISH AFTER THE CONCLUSION OF ALL 

ROUNDS.  
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BATTLE FOR BATTLE RIDGE 

The Tour de Bozeman’s final event will be a 70 mile road race in Bridger Canyon. Beginning at 
the base of Bridger Bowl Ski Area, the course features stunning mountain views and plenty of 
climbing, with almost 5,000 feet of elevation gain for the elite men and women’s fields. 

STAGING  
The Battle for Battle Ridge will stage out of the Bridger Bowl Ski Area parking lot, located 15 
miles north of Bozeman. A map and elevation profiles are available at the race website: 
http://www.tourdebozeman.com/?page_id=45 

The course features several climbs of varying lengths, including 1-mile, 2-mile, and 3-mile 
climbs, as well as several shorter steep rollers.  

The women’s 1-2-3, men’s 3 and men’s 1-2 categories will follow the same course, while the 
men’s 4/5, masters A/B and women’s 4 will follow a shorter course.  

COURSE:  WOMEN’ S 1-2-3/MEN’ S 1-2-3 – 70 MILES 
The elite fields head south from the Bridger Bowl parking lot on Highway 86. The race will be 
neutral for the first half mile. After a six mile gradual descent, the course turns left onto Jackson 
Creek Road. Riders will head up and over Jackson Creek. At the bottom of Jackson Creek, riders 
will turn left on Buena Vista Drive into a rural subdivision, where it will climb a succession of 
short steep hills before rejoining Jackson Creek Road. Riders will turn right onto Jackson Creek 
Road, head back up and over Jackson Creek.   

Please note that the descent heading north off of the top of Jackson Creek is steep and technical, 
with one notable hard right hand turn that gets progressively sharper as it continues and which 
sometimes has small amounts of gravel.  This area will be swept, but be alert.  Volunteers will be 
posted above the turn to alert riders of the upcoming hazard. Please use great caution on this 
descent and observe the center line rule. Bozeman-area riders very familiar with this turn are 
often caught off guard. We cannot stress enough the need to be careful. Cars driving up Jackson 
Creek will have no place to go if riders veer into their lane.  

At the junction with Bridger Canyon/Highway 86, riders will turn north – back towards the start 
area. The elite fields will pass the start area and continue north on Highway 86, up a three-mile 
climb to the top of Battle Ridge, and then down the other side. A neutral feed zone with water is 
located toward the top of Battle Ridge on the south side as riders ascend. Please note that the 
descent off of Battle Ridge to the south is steep and technical, with fast corners with guard rails. 
Please use caution and do not cross the center line. In addition to the usual hazards, this descent is 
“open range,” meaning cattle may be on or near the road. We will do everything possible to herd 
loitering cattle away from the road to ensure riders’ safety, however please be alert and slow if 
cattle are present. No win is worth the risk of hitting a 2000 pound animal at any speed.  
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The course then follows a 10 mile gradual descent to the turnaround just before the junction of 
Highway 86 and Highway 89. Riders will retrace their steps, heading back up and over Battle 
Ridge.  

Please note that the road veers sharply to the right at the bottom of the descent on the south side 
of Battle Ridge. Please use caution and do not cross the center line. After a relatively short and 
gradual climb, the course turns right into the Ross Peak Ranch subdivision for a gradual climb to 
the finish. Riders will not have both sides of the road at the finish, so please observe the center 
line. Upon finishing, riders will double back the way they came, turning right on Highway 86 to 
return to the start area at the Bridger Bowl parking lot. When exiting the finishing area, please use 
caution and watch for other riders approaching the finishing line.  

COURSE:  WOMEN’ S 4/MEN’ S 4/5/MASTER A/B  – 43 M ILES 
All other categories will head north from the Bridger Bowl Parking lot, up and over Battle Ridge 
to the turnaround, and then back, finishing in the Ross Peak Ranch Subdivision (see above 
description).  

WARM UP 
Trainers are/or rollers are strongly recommended. The road leading to the Bridger Bowl Parking 
Lot is gravel, and therefore not suitable for warm-up. Warm up on Highway 86/Bridger Canyon 
Road is not recommended. Traffic is fast, and there is little we can do to ensure your safety prior 
to the start of your race.

D IRECTIONS TO BATTLE RIDGE ROAD RACE 
From East Main St in Bozeman, turn north onto Rouse Avenue. Rouse Avenue becomes Highway 
86/Bridger Canyon Road. Follow Highway 86 about 15 miles to the Bridger Bowl Ski Area. Turn 
left onto the Bridger Bowl access road and follow the signs to the registration area.  

From North 7th, head east on Griffin Drive (located north of I-90). Turn left onto Rouse Avenue, 
which becomes Highway 86/Bridger Canyon Road. The Bridger Bowl Ski Area is approximately 
15 miles from Bozeman on the left.  

A WARDS 
Awards for the Battle for Battle Ridge will be announced with the overall omnium winners, about 
an hour after completion of the final categories, at the Bridger Bowl parking area. Refreshments 
and snacks will be provided.  
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SUPPORT 
There will be no neutral support. Wheels in, wheels out.
